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The Sociological Basis of Classroom
Management |

Classroom management is a significant part of school education. It is believed that
classroom management directly affects students’ learning. Good classroom manage-
ment requires skills in teaching, wise curriculum planning and an ability to emphasize
the proper values, and the maintaining of good teacher-student relations. To some ex-
tent, the content and implementation of education is closely related to sociology and in-
fluences the interaction between teachers and students. For this reason, we cannot ig-
nore the importance of classroom management. This paper attempts to expand and de-
epen our understanding of classroom management by exploring its sociological basis.
Firstly, the paper shows how classroom management is a sociological issue; secondly,
it analyzes the sociological theories of structural-functionalism, conflict, exchange, and
symbolic interactionism; thirdly, it lists some important theories and/or strategies of clas-
sroom management and shows how their key concepts are based on sociological con-
cepts or schools. In addition, the author discusses the most important applications of

classroom management and the importance of understanding its sociological basis.
