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Action Research on Implementing Project-based
Commercial Course Teaching and Learning in
a Comprehensive High School

Abstract

As the concept of educational reform has evolved, teaching has increasingly become an activity
designed and joined by teachers and students. Based on their professional knowledge, teachers now-
adays should be able to design their courses in accordance with social changes, and to combine their
practical experience with their theoretical knowledge. Furthermore, courses should also develop stu-
dents' capacity for lifetime learning. In this research project, teachers implemented project-based
learning (PBL) in their commercial courses and applied the method of action research. The aim of
the project was to understand the students' degree of interest in PBL, and also to discuss the researcher's
reflections after the implementation of PBL. Five conclusions were reached: (1) students felt much
more interest was aroused by the class taking commercial courses with the PBL design; (2) students in
general had positive opinions about PBL; (3) students found PBL helpful in improving relationships
with their classmates; (4) students were better able to organize their study materials after PBL; (5) stu-
dents felt that through PBL they could combine theory and practice and better understand the process
of business management. These conclusions can serve as points of reference for teachers planning to
implement PBL in their commercial courses.
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
