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Abstract

William Alwyn (1905-1985) was a Neoclassicism composer, performer, linguist,
poet, and artist. He inherited the post-romanticism music style at the early age of
creation. Hereafter became interested in the creative technique of Neoclassicism,
studied profoundly and applied it to his works. He even devoted himself to the movie
soundtrack and documentary in 1941. Alwyn's works are abundant, such as Symphony
inspired by poetry, Solo instrumental, Sonata for woodwind instruments and piano,
Symphony with twelve notes, soundtracks for the movie, etc. Although the scale of the
works was not quite large, he had developed his creative style.

In this paper, the research topic is Sonata for oboe and piano composed by Alwyn
in 1934. The full text is divided into five chapters and discussed in sequence. The first
chapter introduces the life and music style of Alwyn. The second chapter presents
neoclassicism, music style, also the creative type and background of Sonata for oboe
and piano. The third and fourth chapters analyze, interpret, and discuss the technique
of the music by dividing movements. Finally, the fifth chapter concludes this thesis. At
