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Abstract

This study aims to explore the application of multimodal texts in
asynchronous Chinese culture courses, taking the ACN Chinese culture
course in Rhode Island, USA, as an example. The objective is to design
and plan a Chinese culture course integrating multimodal texts, including
tea culture, music culture, and poetry culture. It also incorporates
thinking routines activities from Project Zero by the Harvard Graduate
School of Education and the Padlet online communication platform. The
goal is to enhance learners' understanding of Chinese culture and
language proficiency, while also pioneering new approaches to
asynchronous Chinese learning and revitalizing Chinese language
classrooms.

The target audience of this study primarily consists of high school
students in Rhode Island, USA, for whom a Chinese culture course is
offered in an asynchronous learning mode. The study utilizes quantitative
and qualitative feedback and suggestions from learners, teachers, and
experts as evaluation results to optimize the course design in the future.
The results show that most learners agree with the implementation of the
asynchronous Chinese culture course and have a considerable interest in
the integration of multimodal texts. Teachers and experts believe that the
multimodal text-based Chinese culture course differs from traditional
Chinese language teaching, increasing the fun and interactivity of
learning, and helping learners more effectively master Chinese language
and cultural knowledge in an asynchronous environment.

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Hello and welcome to the NTNU Chinese Culture class for Fall 2023! This is a yearlong course over two semesters, with

24 lessons spaced out on a weekly basis.

The Parties to this Memorandum of Agreement (MoA) agree to the following:

WHEREAS: The Rhode Island Department of Education (RIDE} has created the All Course
Network (ACN) to support increased course access for students in Rhode island;

WHEREAS: It is understood by the Parties hereto that the Rhode Island Department of
Education (RIDE), having been authorized by the Council on Elementary and Secondary
Education, will manage the disbursement of both state and federal funds in the following
manner that will be used to offer approved coursework to Rhode Island students, that include:
Work-based Learning, Dual Enroliment courses from colleges in Rhode Island, Career Credential
courses, Advanced Placement (AP®) courses, and Enrichment courses;

WHEREAS: National Taiwan Normal University Mandarin Training Center has been approved to
offer specific courses in the All Course Network at a per student tuition rate for each student
who meets the ACN attendance requirements. Courses, including course name, minimum
enrollment, maximum enrollment, per student tuition rate, administrative costs, outcome
goals, secondary and postsecondary credits (as applicable) and maximum total payment
amount are outlined in the Appendix for all courses (summer, fall, Spring, and yearlong).

NOW THEREFORE, in consideration of the foregoing, the Parties hereto agree as follows:
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LEAs who are also Course Providers are not eligible for tuition payments for students
who are enrolled in the Provider school offering the course. However, LEA Course
Providers may receive tuition payments for students enrolled within the LEA but not
at the Provider school.

LEAs who are also Course Providers are eligible for tuition payments for students
who are enrolled in the school offering the course for the summer semester only.
